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The intent of this correspondence is provide updated information on QRTP assessments, application submissions, deadlines for submissions, and billable aftercare services.

QRTP assessments and 60 day court reviews scale statewide effective 3/1/2021. DCBS will prioritize those children who are Title IV-E eligible or who do not yet have a determination for QRTP assessments as the Children’s Review Program (CRP) assessment team builds capacity.

QRTPs will be designated at the start of each federal quarter. QRTP documentation submissions should be submitted as full and complete packets, including entire policies. In preparation for 4/1/2021, agency submissions that have been received to date are currently being reviewed. No new submissions will be reviewed for the 4/1/2021 designation date. The deadline for programs seeking a designation of 7/1/2021 to submit QRTP documentation is 6/1/2021. DCBS will provide responses by 6/15/2021. Deadlines for QRTP submissions will continue to occur the first of the month proceeding the start of each federal quarter, and DCBS will provide feedback/response by the 15th. This schedule will continue following 7/1/2021 designations.

DMS has provided additional guidance regarding billable aftercare support services. 
· Billable aftercare support services must be:

· Virtual/telehealth

· No time minimum 

· The rate for QRTP aftercare support services is $25 per contact, with a maximum of six billable contacts per discharge episode (maximum $150.00 billed)

· Providers are required to make meaningful monthly aftercare contacts to both the child/family and the new provider for a minimum of six months. Of those 12 contacts, only six are billable. Which six contacts are billed are at the QRTP provider’s discretion.

· For children who discharge to a placement out of state, aftercare support services will be billable so long as the child has Kentucky Medicaid and the provider is enrolled with Medicaid in Kentucky. 
· Providers must be enrolled as outpatient providers, not just residential treatment service providers.
