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The intent of this correspondence is provide clarification regarding youth in Out of Home Care (OOHC) who are adopted as adults.  Youth in OOHC may be adopted as adults after they reach age 18.  This Court action is initiated by both the adoptive parent and the youth with the youth’s consent.  The Adoption judgment results in a name change if the youth wishes and other legal considerations such as purposes of inheritance and succession.  However, the adoption does not result in a custody change; therefore, the youth remains committed to DCBS and the foster/adoptive parent(s) continues to receive the daily per diem.  The youth may remain on extended commitment until age 21.
