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The intent of this correspondence is to provide updated information on QRTP billable aftercare services.

DMS has identified the following billing code for aftercare support services.: H0023 with UA modifier for population- BH outreach (aftercare).  
DMS has coordinated with OATS to add the identified code to the system with an effective date of 2/1/2021.
DMS has provided additional guidance regarding billable aftercare support services:
· This is an event code, so there is no minimum time limit required per contact.

· Outpatient Providers are the only reimbursable providers identified in the outpatient regulations. 
· BHSO, MSG, CMHC and EPST are identified as outpatient provider types.
· Billing will need to be consistent with practitioner defined in  907 KAR 15:005: 

(3) "Approved behavioral health practitioner" means an independently licensed practitioner who is: 

(a) A physician; 

(b) A psychiatrist; 

(c) An advanced practice registered nurse; 

(d) A physician assistant; 

(e) A licensed psychologist; 

(f) A licensed psychological practitioner; 

(g) A certified psychologist with autonomous functioning; 

(h) A licensed clinical social worker; 

(i) A licensed professional clinical counselor; 

(j) A licensed marriage and family therapist; 

(k) A licensed professional art therapist; 

(l) A licensed clinical alcohol and drug counselor; or 

(m) A licensed behavior analyst. 

(4) "Approved behavioral health practitioner under supervision" means an individual under billing supervision of an approved behavioral health practitioner who is: 

(a)1. A licensed psychological associate working under the supervision of a board-approved licensed psychologist; 

2. A certified psychologist working under the supervision of a board-approved licensed psychologist; 

3. A marriage and family therapy associate; 

4. A certified social worker; 

5. A licensed professional counselor associate; 

6. A licensed professional art therapist associate; 

7. A licensed clinical alcohol and drug counselor associate; 

8. A certified alcohol and drug counselor; or 

9. A licensed assistant behavior analyst; and 

(b) Employed by or under contract with the same billing provider as the billing supervisor.

Or
(48) "Practitioner working under supervision" means:

(a) An approved behavioral health practitioner under supervision; 

(b) A registered behavior technician; 

(c) A community support associate; or 

(d) A peer support specialist.

· If a non-credentialed provider delivers the service, a billing supervisor will need to send the claims.

· There is a requirement for monthly billing supervision notes.

· Notes will need co-signatures. Billing supervisor information is in the regulation for the provider type.

DMS will issue guidance to MCOs regarding aftercare services billed through EPSDT.
