Chapter 3 – Investigation and Assessment

Background

The purpose of this memorandum is to transmit revised Standard of Practice (SOP) with regard to non-familial child abuse, neglect, and dependency assessments and investigations.  The effective date for this revision is August 30, 2002. 

The revised SOP 163 is titled, “Specialized Family in Need of Service Assessment (FINSA) or Investigation of Allegations of Abuse, Neglect, or Dependency in Foster Homes, Facilities, and Special Programs for Children.”  Members of your staff are receiving training on this SOP this week, which will equip them to conduct specialized assessments/investigations.  Please note that school settings are included in the term “facilities.”

SOP Being Replaced

The revised Standard of Practice 163 and its subparts replace SOP 161, 163, 165, 167, 169, and 171, now on the Division of Protection and Permanency web site.
