LOW RISK - NEGLECT





Abandonment


Lack of appropriate supervision of child age 7 and younger at present time (chronological or developmental age)


Failure to seek medical attention when may result in serious injury or impairment


Injuries which suggest lack of attention by caretaker


Driving while under the influence with children in vehicle at present time; law enforcement arrest


Suicidal threats on part of child; parent/caretaker will not assist child in intervention or parent fails to follow through with intervention


Baby born dependent on drugs/alcohol


Child fatality alleged to have been caused by neglect


Any other situations as deemed appropriate by DCBS





MODERATE/HIGH RISK- NEGLECT








Sexual abuse


Child 10 or younger with sexually transmitted disease even with no specific allegation of sexual abuse 








Serious physical abuse including: 


Burns


Broken bones


Skull fracture


Shaken baby 


Bruising in fragile or critical areas of the body such as head, face, abdomen, kidneys


Injury serious enough to require medical attention


Use of restraints


Attempted strangling


Attempted suffocation


Poisoning


Extreme discipline


Child fatality 


Hair pulling resulting in scalp injuries


Child fatality alleged to have been caused by abuse


Child removed from home by ECO initiated by DCBS/DPP


Any physical abuse of child age


seven and under


Child injured during domestic violence altercation


Any other situations as deemed appropriate by DCBS








Minor physical injury  in non-critical areas, such as extremities or buttocks, resulting from discipline of a child age 8 and older 


Adolescent/parent altercation with minor injuries


Any other situations  as deemed appropriate by DCBS





LOW RISK - PHYSICAL





Age of child


Substance abuse/dependency


Mental illness/bizarre behavior


Prior substantiated or FINS reports (CPS/APS)


Domestic Violence, children uninjured


Weapons/threatened violence


Caretaker indicates intent to harm


Court (custody) involvement


Prior incident(s) of violence


Parent(s) teenager(s) when first child born


Prior incident(s) of violence











Parent/caretaker who asks for help 








Educational neglect


Inadequate food, clothing or shelter


Home environment presents health or safety risk to children


Lack of supervision age 8 and older


Driving while under the influence with children in vehicle, but not at present time, no law enforcement involvement


"Risk of observable impairment"-emotional injury


Risk of harm as below:


Risk of physical abuse


Risk of sexual abuse


Baby born exposed to drugs/alcohol


Child witness of DV


Any other situations as deemed appropriate by DCBS
