Just in Time Training
The purpose of this information memorandum is to provide information about Kentucky's Just in Time Training, which is a web-based service designed to connect foster parents, kinship, or other caregivers with online training, peer experts, and other resources.  The website will offer answers and practical solutions to care for children.  This training experience will be available to caregivers from the comfort of their home or office.

CHFS has partnered with the University of South Florida to launch this website.  Training topics have been reviewed and designated videos (with an attached quiz) are approved for online credit hours.  There may be some trainings that mention Florida’s statistics and procedures; however, Kentucky continues to have its own policies, procedures, and laws surrounding child welfare.  These trainings are available to all DCBS foster parents and a log on is not required.  However, the parent must watch the video in its entirety to complete the quiz at the end.  The quiz certificate will be issued to the family for online credit hours.  To ensure the systems are running adequately, the foster parent will need to maintain emails they receive containing the completion certificates.  Once the certificate is submitted, it generates into the foster parent’s training record.  Kentucky’s policy continues to require that at least fifty percent (50%) of all training must be completed in a group setting.  One-on-one training provided by an Adoption Support for Kentucky (ASK) or Kentucky Foster and Adoptive Parent Training Support Network instructor using a DCBS approved curriculum is included as a group setting.
