Ohio ICPC Requests
The purpose of this information memorandum is to provide guidance for sending information related to the Interstate Compact for the Placement of Children (ICPC) to Ohio when the Cabinet for Health and Family Services (Cabinet/CHFS) does not have custody of a child(ren).  

The terms of ICPC state that the sending state should retain custody/jurisdiction of the child(ren) until the receiving state agrees to the relative receiving custody of the child.  When the court grants custody to the relative prior to agreement from the sending state, that state does not have to provide supervision pursuant to ICPC REG 11.  Ohio has advised they will not accept requests for home studies if the Cabinet does not have custody, as they will not be providing supervision pursuant to 5(a)3 and 6 below.  If a home study is needed for a relative living in Ohio, the Cabinet must have custody of the child(ren) prior to the request being made.
Regulation No. 11
Responsibility of States to Supervise Children
5. (a) Supervision must continue until: 

1. The child reaches the age of majority or is legally emancipated; 
2. The child’s adoption is finalized; 
3. Legal custody of the child is granted to a caregiver or a parent and jurisdiction is    terminated  by the sending state; 
4. The child no longer resides in the home approved for placement of the child pursuant to Article III(d) of the ICPC; 
5. Jurisdiction over the child is terminated by the sending state; 
6. Legal guardianship of the child is granted to the child’s caregiver in the receiving state; or
7. The sending state requests in writing that supervision be discontinued, and the receiving state concurs.
(b) Supervision of a child in a receiving state may continue, notwithstanding the occurrence of one of the events listed above in 5(a)(1–7), by mutual agreement of the sending and receiving state’s central compact offices.
