SUBJECT: After-Hours Placement with a PCC
The purpose of this memorandum is to inform staff on how to appropriately complete the DPP-114 when the child does not have a valid Level of Care (LOC) after-hours.  When placing a child after-hours with a PCC, and a Level of Care (LOC) has not been previously determined, staff should:

· Complete the DPP-114;

· Complete the payment rate on the DPP-114 as, "Pending Emergency Level Assignment";

· Never automatically put a Level of Care if it has not been determined; and
· Request an Emergency Level of Care Assignment as outlined in SOP 7E.1.9(A).


Staff should not put a Level of Care on the DPP-114 if the child does not have a current, valid Level of Care.  Once the Level of Care is determined, the Level of Care rate is effective back to the date of the placement.
