SUBJECT: Placements in a PCP Foster Home Where Affiliation Transfers from One PCP Agency to Another PCP Agency
The purpose of this memorandum is to provide clarification related to SOP 7E.2.1 - Process Overview for Placement Changes.  When a Private Child Placing (PCP) foster home changes their foster home affiliation from one PCP to another PCP, and a child in the custody of the Cabinet was already placed in the foster home, DCBS staff determine whether the child remains with the foster family.  

DCBS staff determines if the child should remain with the foster family based on the:

· Best interest of the child, including but not limited to attachment to the foster family, school, and community; and

· Therapeutic and clinical needs of the child.
As described in "Attachment F" of the PCC Agreement, PCPs should be providing therapy and clinical services to children as appropriate. DCBS staff needs to consider continuity of clinical services in addition to attachments to the foster family, school, and community, when determining the best interest of the child.  DCBS staff should contact the child's therapist and in some instances will have to decide if the child's rapport and relationship with the PCP therapist, or the child's relationship with the foster parents, is most important.  DCBS staff should, at a minimum, talk with the therapist, the foster parents, and the child, to gather as much information as possible before making a decision.
