SUBJECT:   Revisions to the APS ADT
CHFS is participating with the National Adult Maltreatment Reporting System (NAMRS) to begin capturing more detailed data regarding the nature and extent of maltreatment of vulnerable adults to provide to the NAMRS database.  As a result, revisions to the APS ADT will be made in order to capture additional values regarding risk factors and protective factors in the areas of skill development, cognitive capacity and activities of daily living.  Values under the following sections will also be revised to improve data collection: roles of individual interviews; types of evidence collected during investigations; and service provision.   

Updates have also been made to the APS Assessments and Document Tool Summary document due to the revisions to the APS ADT.
