SUBJECT:   ADT Risk Factors 
The purpose of this memorandum is to clarify that when completing the child/youth and adult assessment sections of the ADT, staff should select the appropriate risk factor box(es) in each section.  There are many instances where staff select “No Risk Factors,” and then document risk factors in the narrative.  Selection of the appropriate risk factor box(es) allows staff to document risk factors without needing to document them in the narrative (unless additional details are needed).  Selecting the appropriate check box(es) also allows accurate data collection for various projects including federal reporting to the National Child Abuse and Neglect Data System (NCANDS).
