The purpose of this memorandum is to notify staff of updates to the DPP-106B Initial Physical and Behavioral Health History form.  A foster home parent who is a licensed practical nurse (LPN) is no longer automatically considered an advanced foster home. All foster parents become advanced foster homes when they have been approved for two (2) years and completed the required mandatory training.
Also, a question was added to determine if the foster home has a medically complex license and the process to follow if they do not hold a medically complex license.
