SUBJECT:    Update to SOP 2.3 – Dependency acceptance criteria regarding the Safe Infant Act
The purpose of this memorandum is to inform staff of updates to the language in SOP 2.3 XIV – Dependency. Because of HB 148, changes were previously made to SOP 4.21 Safe Infants Act, however the changes were inadvertently missed in SOP 2.3.  Per the previous changes to the Safe Infant legislation, the age limit that a newborn infant may be relinquished at an established safe haven without penalty was increased from three (3) days to less than thirty (30) days.  In addition, it adds places of worship as safe havens for relinquished newborn infants. The participating place of worship voluntarily agrees to display a sign on its premises indicating their participation as a safe haven and operating hours when staff will be present.
