Updates to SOP 4.29.2 Transition Planning for Youth Aging Out of OOHC or Extending Commitment, SOP 4.54 Transportation and Out of State Travel with a Child in the Custody of Cabinet, SOP 13.40 Approval Assistance, SOP 13.45.3 Post Adoptive Placement Stabilization Services (PAPSS), SOP 12.28 Respite Expenses, SOP 4.4 Fictive Kin Evaluation and Placement, SOP 4.30 Normalcy for Children and Youth in Out of Home, SOP 30.2 CAPTA Appeals, SOP 2.10 Initiating the Report and SOP 2.15.9 Investigations of Human Trafficking. 
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to inform staff of several SOP updates: 
SOP 4.29.2 Transition Planning for Youth Aging Out of OOHC or Extending Commitment.  The updates were made to clarify the process for an eligible youth who aged out of care at eighteen (18) to request to reinstate his/her commitment to the Cabinet prior to attaining nineteen (19) years of age.  

SOP 4.54 Transportation and Out of State Travel with a Child in the Custody of Cabinet Updates provide clarification an guidance surrounding out of country travel and approval surrounding this type of travel.

SOP 13.40 Approval of Adoption Assistance  Updates to include a procedure using the new DPP-1258C Adoption Assistance Agreement for Extraordinary Medical Expenses and to clarify the process for childcare reimbursements. 
SOP 13.45.3 Post Adoptive Placement Stabilization Services (PAPSS) has been revised to reflect the new process of renegotiating Title IV-E adoption assistance when the family requests post adoption placement stabilization services (PAPSS).
SOP 12.28, Respite Expenses, clarifies that a receipt is required when requesting reimbursement for additional days of respite for care plus and medically complex homes.

SOP 4.4 Fictive Kin Evaluation and Placement. These updates were made in order to allow out of state placements for fictive kin caregivers. 

SOP 4.30 Normalcy for Children and Youth in Out of Home.  Language was added to allow caregivers, who have received training on the Reasonable and Prudent Parent Standard, to request an exception to use babysitters for a period not to exceed 72 hours.  

SOP 30.2 CAPTA Appeals. Language has been added to align this procedure with that found in SOP 2.12 Completing the Assessment and Documentation Tool (ADT) and Making a Finding, regarding the department changing a finding following any hearing where the court hears evidence on the petition and a finding is made on the allegations presented in the petition. 
SOP 2.10 Initiating the Report  Initiation timeframes are to be determined at the time of intake based on the initial level of risk assessed by centralized intake staff.  When assigning each report, centralized intake staff will include the appropriate initiation timeframe. 

SOP 2.15.9 Investigations of Human Trafficking The requirement for an initial consult with central office within seventy-two (72) hours of receipt of any new human trafficking investigations has been removed.  The Child Protection Branch will continue to provide consultation as requested, but it is no longer a requirement.  

In addition, the Child Protection Branch will continue to receive notifications of each investigation involving human trafficking for data tracking and mandated reporting purposes. 

Please note:  For non-caretaker perpetrators, findings should be “human trafficking confirmed” or “human trafficking not confirmed.”  For caretaker perpetrators, findings should be “substantiated,” “unsubstantiated,” or “services needed.”
