Addition of SOP 4.5.5 Relative and Fictive Kin Placement Foster Care Payments, revision to SOP 4.53 Bed Hold-Private Residential or PCP Foster Care Placement and revision to SOP 13.39 Adoption Assistance. 
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to inform staff of the addition of new SOP 4.5.5 Relative and Fictive Kin Placement Foster Care Payments.  In October 2017, federal court made a ruling (D.O. v. Glisson) that requires the Cabinet for Health and Family Services (CHFS) to pay relatives and fictive kin raising kin children a foster care payment.  Social Services Workers will determine eligibility for active cases by consulting with their designated regional point person listed below:

There are revisions to SOP 4.53 Bed Hold-Private Residential or PCP Foster Care Placement, related to emergency shelter.  
Both of the above SOP revisions were sent for field draft review; however, no statement of consideration is needed.  
Additionally, revisions are made to SOP 13.39 Adoption Assistance, as a result of the Family First Prevention Services Act (FFPSA).  Before the FFPSA, all children were considered an “applicable child” for determining eligibility for title IV-E adoption assistance as of October 1, 2017. However, the FFPSA revised the program eligibility rules to delay phasing in the “applicable child” requirements based on the age of the child.  It should be noted that prior communication has been sent to front-line staff and this edit to SOP is to align policy with current practice that has already been implemented.
