Revisions to SOP 13.2, 13.2.1, 13.4, 13.10, 13.13, 13.13.1, 13.13.2, 13.14, 13.39, 13.40, 13.42, 13.43, 13.44, 13.45.3, 13.46, 13.46.1, 13.50.
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to notify staff of revisions made to SOP.  
Please review the following SOP changes: 

· SOP 13.2 Child Freed for Adoption Procedure   Clarification regarding presentation summary.  
· SOP 13.2.1 Child Focused Recruitment Model (CFRM) New section 
· SOP 13.4 Matching an Adoptive Family with a Waiting Child  Specifies duties and time frames associated with a home study review and clarifies the CFRM specialist tasks.  
· SOP 13.10 Preparing the Presentation Summary Packet TWIST automatically populates maltreatment history into the presentation summary.  Clarification regarding what information should and should not be redacted from the presentation summary packet 
· SOP 13.13 Placement Resources Additional information about the adoption review committee. 
· SOP 13.13.1 DCBS Foster Parent Adoption Addition of most recent re-evaluation, family’s annual training history, and background check to the adoption referral packet.  
· SOP 13.13.2 Private Child Placing (PCP) Foster Parent Adoption Clarifies that R&C worker and PCP worker can meet as necessary, which may be more often than quarterly, to discuss child’s permanency.  
Update also includes that PCP worker should add the most recent re-evaluation and background check to the packet sent to the R&C worker. 
· SOP 13.14 Referral of a Child to the Kentucky Adoption Profile Exchange (KAPE) Clarifies on hold status in KAPE.  Period for development of individualized recruitment plan is extended from 45 working days to 90 working days.  
· SOP 13.39 Adoption Assistance Clarification regarding adoption assistance. 
· SOP 13.40 Approval of Adoption Assistance Extensive additional information added regarding adoption assistance and the approval process.  
· SOP 13.42 Annual Contact with the Adoptive Family Addresses the need for adoptive parents to notify the Cabinet of any changes that could change the amount of adoption assistance payments.  
· SOP 13.43 Adoption Assistance Renegotiation Additional detail to clarify what is necessary for adoption assistance renegotiation. 
· SOP 13.44 Discontinuance of Adoption Assistance Includes  that state funded adoption assistance may end when a child is considered an emancipated minor.  Clarification of additional duties for the R&C worker regarding the discontinuation of adoption assistance.  
· SOP 13.45.3 Post Adoptive Placement Stabilization Services (PAPSS) Extensive clarification regarding staff roles and procedure.  
· SOP 13.46 Continuation of Adoption Assistance After Age 18  Includes that DPP-1258 should be completed by R&C worker and defines that adoptive parents have 4 months to submit documentation. 
· SOP 13.46.1 Continuation of Title IV-E Adoption Assistance After Age 18  Outlines additional clarification regarding R&C worker duties.  
· SOP 13.50 Relative and Non-Relative Independent Adoptions Clarification added that Cabinet staff should not advise attorneys, clients, or agencies when an independent adoption petition should or could be filed as fictive kin.  The decision to designate adoptions as fictive kin rests solely with the attorney filing the adoption petition in independent adoptions.

Many of the forms and tip sheets referenced in these SOP sections have also been updated.  The revised versions are current in the SOP manual and a series of PPMs will be forthcoming to make staff aware of affected forms.
