Revisions to SOP Chapter 10 
The purpose of this transmittal letter is to inform staff of the following updates SOP chapter 10:

SOP 10.1 Introduction to ICPC Home Studies Includes fictive kin caregiver(s) as a potential interstate placement and language is added to include the safety check and review.
SOP 10.2 Priority Placement Request for a Kentucky Child (Regulation 7) Instructs that Interstate Compact for the Placement of Children (ICPC) packets should be submitted electronically through TWIST and language is added to include the safety check and review.

SOP 10.3 Non-Priority Request to Place a Kentucky Child in Another State with a Parent, Relative, or Fictive Kin Caregiver Language and guidance is updated surrounding fictive kin placements.  
SOP 10.4 Request to Place a Kentucky Child in Another State with a Parent or Relative/Fictive Kin Caregiver-Court Jurisdiction Only Cases Provides additional guidance regarding court jurisdiction (CJO) requests and the process of private-child-placing (PCP) payments to out-of-state providers.
SOP 10.5 Request to Place a Kentucky Child in Another State for Foster Care or Adoption Provides guidance regarding the process of PCP payments to out-of-state providers.
SOP 10.6 Request from Another State to Place a Child with a Parent or Relative/Fictive Kin Caregiver in Kentucky Updates language to the safety check and review as well as the electronic submission of ICPC packets via TWIST.
SOP 10.7 Request from Another State to Place a Child for Foster Care or Adoption in Kentucky Clarifies that out-of-state agencies must submit requests electronically via National Electronic Interstate Compact Enterprise (NEICE) and that R&C staff should follow SOP 12.3 Foster and Adoptive Home Applicant Assessment when assessing potential placements.
SOP 10.8 Request for Supervision and Services for ICPC Placements, Including Ongoing Contact with Child Provides guidance for electronic submission of the ICPC-100B Interstate Compact Report on Childs Placement Status and progress reports through ICPC screens in TWIST.
SOP 10.9 Case Closure (Termination of Jurisdiction) Technical amendments.
SOP 10.10 Financial and Medical Responsibility for Kentucky Children Placed Out of State Technical amendments.
SOP 10.13 Introduction to Compliance with Interstate Compact on Juveniles Provides updated contact information for Interstate Compact on Juveniles (ICJ) offices.
SOP 10.14 Status Offender Referrals and Return of Runaways Provides updated contact information for ICJ offices.
SOP 10.24 Requirements for Out of State Adoptive Families  Clarifies the role of the ICPC compact administrator and provides information related to supporting documentation needed for the home study.
SOP 10.25 Obtaining an Out of State Home Study  Technical amendments to include the electronic submission via TWIST.
SOP 10.26 Request for ICPC Approval of Out of State Visitation and Placement  Clarifies the role of the SSW and ICPC administrator in adoptive placements. 
SOP 10.27 Travel Expenses for the Out of State Family  Clarifies that the Travel Authority manages out-of-state travel requests not central office staff.
SOP 10.29 Services Required After Out of State Placement  Provides information regarding the time frame required following a state’s notice of a placement disruption and other technical amendments.
SOP 10.30 SSW's Responsibility for the Child After Out of State Placement Provides instructions regarding the submission of the adoption decree and ICPC-100B, as well as referring to Chapter 13 when negotiating subsidy for out-of-state adoptive placements. 
SOP 10.31 Out of State Petitions for Finalization of Adoption  Section is deleted
SOP 10.32 Kentucky Families Adopting Through Out of State or Out of Country Adoption Agencies Clarifies that public agency home studies cannot be used in private adoptions, outlines what documents may be released due to an open records request, and provides clarification regarding the roles of R&C and the Adoption Branch in out-of-state adoptions.   
SOP 10.38 Out of State Travel for DCBS Staff  Technical amendments surrounding requests and expenses submitted to the Travel Authority.
The above SOP revisions were sent for field draft review; however, no statement of consideration is needed.
