Permanency Hearing Report Outline

Prior to the court hearing, please ensure the following:

· Informed the court of the permanency hearing sixty (60) calendar days in advance;

· Forwarded all relevant case plans and case progress reports to the court and AOC;

· Informed the court of the name and address of the following parties;

· The child’s foster parents, preadoptive parents, or relatives providing care to the child

· Court Appointed Special Advocate (if applicable); and

· Citizen Foster Care Review Board member assigned to the case.

The following information must be presented as evidence to the court:

· The length of time the child has been committed and summary of circumstances surrounding the child’s removal.

· The number, location and date for each placement during the total period of the child’s commitment; 

· A description of the services and assistance provided to the parent since the last case permanency plan; or progress report and the results achieved;

· A description of the efforts and progress of the child’s parent since the last permanency plan and case      progress report, including the number and dates of parental visits and the extent, quality and frequency of  the parent’s communication with the child;

· The familial and institutional variables to: returning the child to the home, ending the commitment of the child and the delivery of appropriate services needed by the child;

· Recommendations of services needed to make the transition from out-of-home care to independent living (check only for children who have reached the age of 16);

· An evaluation of the child’s current placement and services provided to the child;

· Recommendations for necessary services required to terminate the commitment of the child to the Cabinet, to return the child home, or to facilitate another permanent placement;

· Recommendations as to the permanency goal for the child:

· Return to Parent;

· Adoption;

· Permanent Relative Placement;

· Legal Guardianship;

· Planned Permanent Living Arrangement (compelling reasons for choosing this permanency plan must be documented and presented to the court); and

· Reasons for the recommendation.

NOTE: Court reports should be signed and dated by the social worker and office supervisor.
