Pain Faces for Children
	· Children ages 2-4 may or may not be able to explain what they are feeling in words, but if a child is usually verbal, having a conversation can be helpful. 

· Some children in this age range can use a pain scale with faces, such as the one below, to indicate how much pain they are feeling.

· Dolls/Drawings can help. Ask the child to show where the pain he/she is feeling on the doll/drawing, and then on their own body.

· Patience is the order of the day here. The child should not feel hurried or rushed, but rather relaxed and comfortable.
· You can ask the child to circle the one they believe shows how they felt when the “incident/injury occurred.
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
